Time (Drives): Pre drive vetting for the 100 will take place Friday AM at first light. All hundred milers must be on the grounds by 5:45 AM. Pre drive vetting for the 60 and 20 will take place the day before each respective distance and after the hundred milers have returned from trail – time approximately 3 PM. Saturday’s drive will start on trail at 6:30 AM; Sunday’s at 7 AM. 

Time (Ride): Pre ride vetting for the 30 will start Friday approx. time: 3 PM. Ride will commence Sat. 6:30 AM.

Format: Fri/Sat/Sun 100 Mile Drive (40-40-20); Sat/Sun 60 Mile Drive (40-20 – Riders will be riding A-Long on the Saturday 30); Sunday 20 Mile Drive and the 20 mile Ride  we will tailor as best we can for the novice horse/driver. 

20 mile ride and drive CDR will have a pace division. Choose either a 5, 6 or 7 mph pace before the start and ride accordingly. 5mph = 4 hours, 6mph = 3 hours 20 min. , 7mph = 3 hours There will be no hold.

Trails: Country dirt roads, wooded/field trail, hilly terrain, minimum of tar road.
Drive Divisions: Single and Pairs open to horses, ponies, or mules 11 Hands or over.

Ride Divisions:  Senior and Junior open to horses, ponies, or mules 11 Hands or over.

Eligibility: Entries are open to stallions (senior division only), mares, and geldings of all breeds with the following exceptions: Horses under four (4) years of age, nursing mares, horses that have been nerved, horses that are blind in both eyes and horses infected with any contagious disease. Horses must be five (5) years of age or older to compete in the 100 or 60 mile distance. 

Rules: All ECTRA rules and requirements apply including those safely rules specific to Drives. All drivers and passengers must wear ASTM-SEI approved helmets. Slow moving vehicle signs must be attached to every carriage. Pair drivers must have a groom. Driver must carry a whip. Breeching is required. ADS spares kit is required. Bridle must not be removed while horse is attached to carriage. Passengers must exit carriage before driver exits (in all cases, including water stops). Visit www.ectra.org for copy of rule book.

Meal for Drive: Light breakfast, on trail snacks, lunch/dinner provided in entry fee for all drivers (and for groom of a Pair); Fri/Sat/Sun for 100 milers; Sat/Sun for 60/25 milers.
